Chief Accounts Officer, DVC, BTPS and submission of cash receipt .The last date of submission of tender is  20/03/2010 up to 3.30 p.m. which will be received in Civil Office of BTPS ‘B’ Plant, DVC and will be opened immediately thereafter in the same office in presence of intending contractor or their authorized representative.
2.0. QUALIFYING REQUIREMENT.


Credential Certificate from DVC/NTPC/ SEBs / Other PSUs / Govt /.Semi Govt. organization/any other reputed organization regarding experience of having successfully executed “Similar nature of work” during last 7(Seven) years ending 31st January, 2010 and should be either of the following :
Three similar completed works each costing not less than the amount equal to 30% of the estimated cost.

Or,

Two similar completed works each costing not less than the amount equal to 40% of the estimated cost.

Or,  

One similar completed works each costing not less than the amount equal to 70% of the estimated cost.

A tolerance limit of 5% on the quantum of QR may be provided to take care of the marginal shortfall.

Similar nature of work means-  The executed/ completed portion of the work related with fabrication / repairing of gate of barrage /dam / weir, or sluice gate, emergency gate of other water retaining structures.

Conditions for issue of Tender Paper :

The cost of tender papers is to be deposited to the Sr. Addl. Chief Accounts Officer, DVC, BTPS in cash or by demand draft for Rs.200.00 (Rupees Two  hundred) only in favour of Sr. Addl. Chief Accounts Officer, DVC,BTPS( either on State Bank of India or Bank of India) payable at Bokaro Thermal, Dist:- Bokaro. If cost of tender document is to be deposited in cash, the same should be deposited with the Sr. Additional Chief Accounts Officer, DVC, BTPS on or before the last date of selling of tender document and cash receipt should be attached with the bid.

GENERAL CONDITIONS:

3.1:
Tender documents shall be issued only to prime facie qualifying intending bidders after scrutiny of documents furnished by them. However such issue of tender documents shall not automatically construe that the bidders are considered qualified. Such qualifications can be reviewed at the time of evaluation also. DVC reserves the right to seek any other additional information from the participating bidders. 


                                                      





3.2:
The contractor shall have to obtain labour licence and cover all labourers under insurance policy as per workmen’s compensation Act.

3.3:
All labourers engaged in the work shall have to be covered under EPF and misclleneous provision Act and scheme their under. 

3.4:
No tender document shall be sent by post/courier service, Money order towards cost of tender documents will not be accepted.

3.5:
Offer shall be kept valid for one hundred and eighty (180) days from the date of opening of the tender paper.

3.6:
L D Clause will be applicable as per rules.

3.7:
Allotment letter of EPF Registration Number with RPFC.

3.8:     EMD in the form of Bank Guarantee submitted will not be considered if the value of the BG, name of the NIT, name of the firm/ proprietor & validity of the BG are not correctly mentioned in the submitted EMDBG. 

3.9:    EMD submitted in other forms as per the W&PM-06 may also be accepted.











3.10: 
The intending bidder may also download the tender document from DVC website in which case, the Bid must be accompanied with the full cost of tender paper along with all documents as stated in clause 2.1 under conditions for issue of tender paper, failing which the tender submitted will be rejected. 


The intending bidder, who downloads the tender document from DVC Website, must submit Demand Draft for Rs. 200.00 (Rupees two hundred) only towards cost of tender paper in favor of Sr. Additional Chief Accounts Officer, DVC, BTPS and payable at S.B.I./ BOI, Bokaro Thermal failing which their bid will be rejected.

Price bid will be evaluated as per the price format to be given with the NIT based on the schedule of rates of the estimate. Taxes, if any, are to be asked to be quoted categorically by the bidder in the price format.

3.15:
The estimate of the work is exclusive of the service tax.

3.16:
If the address of the intending tenderer is of any DVC project “NO OBJECTION CERTIFICATE” issued from the Estate Officer, DVC of said project is required.

3.17:
Service tax will be applicable as per rules and rate quoted in the bid document should be inclusive of Service Tax, if otherwise, rate and S T on quoted price should be specified categorically.
Mode of tendering 

4.1
Single stage bidding is to be done with two separate sealed envelopes consisting of the following:-

(i) A Envelope - Having Earnest money and cost of tender paper (If down loaded from website), Qualifying requirement and Techno commercial part filled up bid sheet.


(ii) B Envelope – Price part as per the format enclosed in the bid documents.



On the tender opening date the tender opening committee would open the envelop ‘A’ to check the content. If ‘A’ envelop is as per requirement and subsequent scrutiny of submitted Q.R compliance and their acceptance as well as acceptance of the techno commercial part, then envelope ‘B’ will be opened. 


Offers failing to comply above will be out rightly rejected. 


The price part i. e. envelop ‘B’ would be opened for the techno commercially accepted bidders only. 


The date and time for opening the price bid is to be intimated to the Techno Commercially accepted bidders only. The price part of the bids would be opened at the notified date and time in presence of authorized representative of the concerned bidders.
