QUALIFYING REQUIREMENT:
I. Experience of having successfully completion of similar works during last 7 years ending last day of month previous to the one in which applications are invited should be either of the following:-

One similar completed works costing not less than the amount of Rs 1, 52,338/- (Rupees one lakh fifty two thousand three hundred and thirty eight) only.

Or

Two similar completed works each costing not less than the amount of Rs 87,050/- (Rupees eighty seven thousand and fifty) only.

Or

Three similar completed work each costing not less than the amount of Rs 65,288/- (Rupees sixty five thousand two hundred and eighty eight) only.

Similar work means: Integrated maintenance Service for General Pesticides / Insecticides Control etc. 

Completed work means:  The executed/completed portion of work order / AMC/ RC even if the work has not been completed in totality subject to furnishing proof of executed value of work in the form of certified copies of RA bills. 
Average annual financial turn over during the last 3 years ending 31st March of the previous financial year, should be at least Rs 65,288/- (Rupees sixty five thousand two hundred and eighty eight) only. This is to be substantiated by audited report or any other authenticated form as applicable of last three years.

II. The bidder must possess the following documents: -

a. Valid Trade Licence.

b. Professional Tax details.

c. The firm should possess valid licence from Govt. of West Bengal for stocking and using   Pesticides/ Insecticides.

d. Signature affidavit in case of Proprietary firm or Partnership Deed/Certificate of Incorporation & Memorandum of Articles as applicable.

e. The bidders must possess EPF Registration. Successful bidder has to   comply with the EPF & ESI formalities in respect of the laborers to be engaged in execution of the work.
III.
Where a claim of Sales Tax / VAT is preferred and admitted, the bidder must be a registered firm under the Sales Tax Act and possesses a Certificate of Registration in the firms’ name in which the work is executed and shall in proof thereof furnish the number date and other particulars of such certificate.
IV. Where Service Tax is applicable, the bidder must submit the Service Tax Registration No. 
V. The intending bidders must enclose the documentary evidence authenticated by the bidder with seal in support of fulfilment of QR, failing which their offer may not be considered. DVC reserves the right to call for original document, failing which the offer is liable for rejection.
OTHER DETAILS:
(a) If any bidder withdraws his tender before its acceptance or refuses within a reasonable time without satisfactory explanation the bidders shall be disqualified for taking part in any tender in DVC for a minimum period of one year.

(b) Bidders who refuse to carryout the work after acceptance of tender without valid reasons shall be disqualified for submission of tender in future for a period of minimum two years. 

(c) In case of non-participation in the tender, regret letter must be sent, failing which the agency may not be considered in future for similar work.

(d) DVC enlisted contractors have to submit NOC from respective Estate Section of DVC to the extent that they do not have any DVC Quarters/ shops/plots of land under their unauthorized occupation / possessions.

(e) The above specification is only indicative and details will be available in the Tender Document. Parties are advised to visit the site and familiarize themselves with actual site conditions.
