The intending bidder has to fulfill the following Techno Commercial Credential requirements :

Credential Certificate from /Govt./Quasi Govt./ DVC/ PSU organization regarding experience of having successfully executed “Similar nature of work” during last 7(seven) years ending December, 2009 in the following manner.

a) “Three completed  similar civil works each valued not less than 30% of the Estimated Value of the work                          OR
b) “Two completed similar civil works each valued not less than 40% of the Estimated Value of the work         OR
    c)       “One completed similar civil work valued not less than 70% of the Estimated Value of the work  ”     

A tolerance limit of  5% on the quantum of QR may be provided to take care of the marginal shortfall.
· Similar nature of work/works means work/works related to any civil work excluding cleaning works.

· Completed works means “The executed completed portion of the work/AMC/RC, even if, the work has not been completed in totality (subject to furnishing proof of executed value of work in the form of certified copies of RA bills).

Conditions for issue of Tender Paper :

The cost of tender papers is to be deposited to the Sr.Addl.Chief Accounts Officer, DVC, CTPS in cash or by demand draft for Rs 500/= (Rupees five hundred) only on State Bank of India or Bank of India in favour of Sr.Addl.Chief Accounts Officer, DVC, CTPS payable at Chandrapura, Dist. Bokaro. If cost of tender document is to be deposited in cash, the same should be deposited with the Sr.Additional Chief Accounts Officer, DVC, CTPS on or before the last date of selling of tender document and cash receipt should be submitted in the Estimate Section, CTPS Addl. Constn. Division for obtaining Tender Papers.
Following documents in original are to be produced and attested as well as self attested photocopy of the same (one set) are to be submitted along with receipt of deposit of cost of tender paper and request letter for issuance of tender paper in the office of Sr.Divisional Engineer(C), Addl.Construction Division, CTPS.

Service tax registration is compulsory and tenderers are solely responsible towards payment of Service Tax.  VAT Registration Certificate, VAT Clearance Certificate is applicable with validity as on date of submission of tender.

Partnership deed/Affidavit of proprietorship/Article of Association including any change in the constitution of business duly attested by a Notary Public.

Financial Requirement : Minimum average annual financial turnover during last three years ending 31st March of the previous financial year should be at least 30% of the estimated cost of the work duly audited by Chartered Accountant.

A certificate from the Banker (other than Co-operative and Rural Bank) of the tenderer on financial soundness and having access to credit facility for a minimum amount of Rs.10.50 lakh is to be furnished.

3.0
GENERAL CONDITIONS :

3.1
Tender documents shall be issued only to prima-facie qualifying intending bidders after scrutiny of documents furnished by them. However such issue of tender documents shall not automatically construe that the bidders are considered qualified. Such qualifications can be reviewed at the time of evaluation also. DVC reserves the right to seek any other additional information from the participating bidders.
3.2
The contractor shall have to obtain labour licence and cover all labourers under insurance policy as per workmen’s compensation Act.

3.3.
All labourers engaged in the work shall have to be covered under EPF and miscellaneous provision Act and scheme their under.
3.4.
No tender document shall be sent by post/courier service, money order towards cost of tender documents will not be accepted.

3.5.
Offer shall be kept valid for one hundred and eighty (180) days from the date of opening of the tender paper.

3.6.
LD Clause will be applicable as per rules.

3.7.
Allotment letter of EPF Registration No. with RPFC.

3.8.
EMD in the form of Bank Guarantee submitted will not be considered if the value of the BG, name of the NIT, name of the firm/proprietor & validity of the BG are not correctly mentioned in the submitted EMDBG.

3.9.
EMD submitted in other forms as mentioned in the DVC/T-3 form may also be accepted.

3.10
Character verification certificate of the tenderer will be obtained, if necessary from local police authorities.

3.11.
Price bid will be evaluated as per the price format to be given with the NIT based on the schedule of rates of the estimate. Taxes, if any, are to be quoted categorically by the bidder in the price format.

The estimate of the work is exclusive of the Service Tax. Service Tax, if applicable,   should  be quoted separately in the 

                      bid price schedule with the ruling rate and amount which  will be reimbursed  at  actual including variation, if any, up to contractual   

                      completion period, on production of  documentary evidence.

1% Cess will be deducted towards Building & Other Construction Workerss’ Welfare Cess, Act Cess, 2006.

3.14    If the address of the intending tenderer is of any DVC project “NO OBJECTION CERTIFICATE” issued from the Estate Officer, DVC of said project is required.

If tenderer withdraws his tender before acceptance or refuses within a reasonable time without satisfactory explanation he shall be disqualified for submission of tender for minimum one year. Tenderer who refuses to carry out the work after acceptance of the tender without valid reason shall be disqualified for submission of tender in future for a period of minimum 2(two) years. Beside their earnest money will be forfeited.

DVC reserves the right to reject/split any or all tenders without assigning any reason thereof.

 Instruction regarding submission of tender and other details will be available in the Tender Documents and should be followed strictly.

Once a set of tender documents is purchased by a prospective tenderer, the price thereof will not be refunded on any circumstances. Tender documents issued in the name of a firm are not transferable.

If any tenderer submits tender without purchasing the copy of the tender documents, their tender will be treated as irregular and will not be considered.

DVC reserves the right to amend the NIT/bidding document prior to deadline of submission of bid, for any reason whatsoever, including any change after pre-bid conference.

Any amendment/addendum/corrigendum/extension, if required pertaining to NIT will be hoisted in DVC website only and will be published in newspaper again.

4.1.
Single stage bidding with 3 Envelopes is to be done with consisting of the following :-

i)          Envelope ‘A’ – Having Earnest money. 

ii)        Envelope ‘B’  – Techno – Commercial offer with necessary credentials and deviation schedule.

iii)    Envelope ‘C’ -  Price part as per format enclosed in the Bid Document along with the cost of withdrawal prices for declared deviations.
On the tender opening day, the tender opening committee would open the envelope ‘A’ to check the contents. If envelope ‘A’ is as per requirement then the Techno-commercial part envelope ‘B’ would be opened either on the same date or on other date as per suitability. The Techno-commercial offers will be scrutinized as per NIT terms. The Price Part, i.e. envelope ‘C’ would be opened at a later date for techno-commercially bidders only.
