Qualifying requirements: Tender Papers against request letter as mentioned above will be issued to only those agencies who produce the valid documents & prima-facie meet the following qualifying requirements and submit the cost of Tender Paper in cash at our Divisional Counter.    

(i) Credential certificates regarding successful completion of any of the following similar civil works during the preceding seven years (ending February 2010) in DVC/Govt./Quasi Govt./Govt. Undertaking/PSU:

“Three similar completed works each costing not less than the amount equal to 30% of the estimated cost       OR

“Two similar completed works each costing not less than the amount equal to 40% of the estimated cost         OR

     “One similar completed works each costing not less than the amount equal to 70% of the estimated cost ”
Similar work/works means work/ works related to all kinds of water proofing treatment with bitumen felt.

Completed works means “The executed / completed portion of the work /AMC/RC, even if, the work has not been completed in totality (subject to furnishing proof of execution value of work in the form of certified copies of RA bills)”.   
 (ii) Partnership deed/Affidavit of proprietorship/Article of association. (iii)VATRC / TIN (iv) Commercial Tax Clearance Certificate.(v) Latest NOC issued within last one year by the respective Estate Officer of DVC for enlisted contractor. (vi)Service Tax Registration Certificate, (vii) The average annual turnover of intending bidder during last three financial years should not be less than 30% of Estimated Value of the work.

General conditions :--

a. No tender paper will be sent or received by post/courier services; money order towards cost of tender paper shall not be accepted and the tender documents issued by the department are not transferable.

b. Tenderers must visit the site and get acquaintance with the site-condition/nature of work before submission of their tenders. Their offers shall be kept valid for one hundred eighty days from the date of opening of the tender and conditional tenders will not be accepted under any circumstances. c. All the labours engaged by the contractor should have to be covered under EPF & Miscellaneous Labour Acts and the provision contained therein Jharkhand Minor Mineral Concession Rules, 2004 will be applicable.

d. If a tenderer withdraws his offer before its acceptance, he shall be debarred from participating in any contractual bids in DVC for a minimum period of next 01(one) year. If a tenderer refuses to carry out the work after placement of LOI/work-order, his earnest money deposit against the work will be forfeited and then he shall be debarred from participating in any contractual bids in DVC for a minimum period of next 02(two) years. 

e. If the last date of selling of tender papers happens to be a holiday, the date of selling will automatically be extended to next working day. If the date of opening of the tender papers happens to be a holiday, the same only will automatically be extended to next working day.

f.
