Sealed tender in duplicate as single stage three envelop bidding process i.e. Envelop – A having earnest money  and cost of tender paper (if downloaded from the website), Envelop – B containing techno commercial part filled up bid sheet with necessary credential, Envelop – C containing price part as per the format enclosed in the bid document are invited by the Chief Engineer(O & M), DVC, CTPS, Chandrapura for an on behalf of Damodar Valley Corporation from reputed Contractors working with DVC/NTPC/SEB/any other reputed organization engaged in thermal power  generation for the following working work :

3. Bid (Envelop – A and Envelop – B) shall be opened on 23.03.2010 after 3:30 PM in the Office of CE(O&M), CTPS, DVC, Chandrapura, Dist – Bokaro, Jharkhand 

The prescribed mode of submission of tender and Earnest money has been specified in the tender documents. 

On the tender opening day first the Envelop – A shall be opened. If the Envelop–A is as per requirement, Envelop – B shall be opened. Envelop – C shall be opened at a later date for the techo-commercially accepted bidders only for which the qualified bidders shall be communicated well in advance. 

TECHNO-COMMERCIAL REQUIREMENTS:

(a) Project Execution Capacity:

The Intending Bidder should be owner of at least 13 nos. of Dumper/Trucks, two nos. of Poclain/Excavators, 2 nos. of Water Tankers, 2 nos. of Pay leaders 1.75 Cum capacity Bucket type. The above equipments shall be dedicated for use in the work for deployment in the proposed work. 

Besides the successful Tenderers shall have the capability to mobilize at least 100 nos. of Tipper trucks/Dumpers, 3 nos. of Excavators, 4-5 nos. of Pay-loaders (minimum capacity 1.75 Cum), 3 nos. of Water tanker and at least one Dozer of Model BEML D-155A or equivalent capacity. Documents in support of this shall be submitted.
(b) Experience:

Credential certificate along with the attested copies of the work orders from DVC/NTPC/SEBs/Any reputed Organization engaged in Thermal Power Generation having successfully executed similar nature of work during the last 7 years ending last day of month, previous to the one in which Tenders are invited in the following manner:

i) Three similar nature of completed work costing not less than the amount equal to 40% of the estimated cost,  OR

ii) Two similar nature of completed work costing not less than an amount equal to 50% of the estimated cost,  OR

iii) One similar nature of completed work costing not less than the amount equal to 80% of the estimated work. 

Similar nature of work means work of nature exactly similar to that described under scope of work in the Tender document.

Completed work means executed/completed portion of work (subject to furnishing the proof of executed value of work in the form of certified copies of RA bills).

(c) : Financial Capacity:

(i) Working capital requirement(Net Working Capital)/Access to credit facilities(fund based) should not be less than 30 % of the estimated cost. Net working capital will be assessed based on the status as on 31-03-09. Only unutilized cash credit limit/overdraft limit available on the date of submission of tender with the bidder will be considered for this purpose

(ii) Minimum Average Annual Turnover (MAAT) should not be less than 50 % of the estimated cost of contract

(iii) The Intending Bidder shall furnish Annual Account reports of preceding financial years ending on 31-03-07, 31-03-08, 31-03-09 along with the audit report for assessment of overall profitability, debt equity ration etc, Tax Audit Report for the financial years mentioned above duly certified by a Chartered Accountant may be submitted to assess (i) and (ii) above.

(iv) A cash flow statement for the subject contract is to be submitted.

(d) Quality Plan Requirement:

(i)      Work of similar nature in possession of the party shall be mentioned(if any).

(ii) Work likely to be in possession of the party in next six months shall be mentioned (if any).

(iii) Equipments/logistics available with the party over and above (i) and (ii) is to be mentioned.

(e) Organisational aspects
Management of the organization/constitution of the board shall be mentioned. Self-attested Affidavit in support of proprietary status, attested copy of partnership deed in support of partnership status and copies of Articles of Association, Memorandum of Association in case of company status is to be submitted.

· Qualifying requirement (a) to (c) above being critical provision from which bidder should not take any deviation. Bids containing any deviation shall be treated as non-responsive. However a tolerance of  ± 5 %  on the quantum of QR will be acceptable.

OTHER IMPORTANT POINTS:
(A) In order to obtain tender paper, the intending bidders may depute a person with valid Power of Attorney duly supported by self-attested Affidavit in support of proprietary status , attested copy of partnership deed in support of partnership status and copies of Articles of Association, Memorandum of Association in case of company status. Besides, valid statutory documents such as STRC, CTCC, Service Tax Registration paper etc. have to be produced before documents can be purchased.
The Intending Bidder may also download the tender document from DVC’s Website in which case, the Bid must be accompanied with the full cost of tender paper, failing which the submitted bid will be rejected. Where the intending bidders submit its tender after downloading  from the website, DVC is not responsible for any inaccuracy in the tender document so obtained and submitted. If there is any discrepancy in the tender document unloaded from Website and tender document available for sale, the latter shall prevail. 
B    Valid statutory documents such as STRC. CTCC, EPF registration Certificate, Insurance Policy under Workmen’s compensation Act, Service Tax Registration certificate etc. is to be furnished along with Techno Commercial Bid, Copy of ownership Books, Articles of Association/Memorandum of Association as applicable attested by a Notary Public, License issued by the State Transport Dept. To operate as Transport  Labour Contractor, Copy of credential in support of execution of work shall be submitted in the format desired by the Authority inviting the tender which is given in the Tender paper. 
C    Service tax, as applicable, shall be indicated separately in the price schedule with the ruling rate and shall be re-imbursed at actual including variation, if any, upto contractual completion period, on the production of documentary evidence.
D   All Bidders may visit and familiarize themselves with the site condition before submitting their bids.

E    Wherever necessary DVC may obtain Character verification certificate from the Local Law & Order Authority.

F   No Tender document shall be posted through courier services and Money order  for the cost of Tender document shall not been trained.

G   DVC reserves the right to reject/split any or all tenders without assigning any reason  thereof.

H    Offers shall be kept valid for 180 days from the date of opening of price bid or from the date of negotiation if any.
I   The date opening of the price bid (Envelop – C) money shall be intimated to only Techno Commercially qualified bidders separately.

J   Tender papers shall be issued to the intending bidders on production of Demand Draft for Rs 6000/-      (Rupees six thousand only) in favour of Sr. Addl. Chief Accounts Officer, DVC, CTPS, Chandrapura  payable at Chandrapura, Dist. Bokaro, Jharkhand.
SPECIAL CONDITION:


The rate quoted by the contractor will remain firm and he will have to agree to execute the work at the same rate quoted in the first year and terms and conditions of the agreement if contractual period is extended to second and their year also after successful performance reviewed by the DVC at the end of every year. However, rise in the price in diesel during the currency of the contract shall be compensated as price variation according to the method of computation laid down in the tender document. For the purpose of computation of price variation due to change of diesel price, the base date shall be the price of diesel notified by the Govt. of India on the date of opening of price bid or the price negotiation if any.
