However, the contractor should take initiative to re-deploy the vehicle conforming to Clause-3 within 48 hrs.

24.     All the vehicles should have a Board marked “ON DVC, MTPS SERVICE” in BOLD and PROMINENT LETTERS and another “VEHICLE TYPE” for ease in recognition of vehicles. These Boards should be placed before the Wind Screen of the vehicle.

25.
In case of breakdown of the vehicle during any trip, it should be repaired or to arrange alternative vehicle as early as possible to complete the trip and schedule journey. Failure to comply the above will be treated as failure to provide the vehicle trip, and penalty will be imposed as per CLAUSES-28 (A) & (B) as the case may be.
