ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA FOR SELECTION OF BIDDERS:: Eligibility will be based  on meeting the 
following criteria as mentioned below. Bidders must enclose the documentary evidence in support of 
Qualifying Requirement as follows along with the offer failing which the offer will be rejected.

A. Technical credential:
a) Bidder should be the manufacturer of Pump or an authorized agent/dealer of the 

manufacturer.  In case of an authorized agent/dealer, authorization certificate of the 
manufacturer has to be enclosed.

b) Intending  bidder should  furnish  certificate of satisfactory execution of supply and erection 
and commissioning  of pump of  similar type  , capacity , head etc  or  even higher  capacity  
with higher parameters.

D. The expression satisfactory execution of the order shall mean fulfillment of all obligations arising out 
of and the Guarantees stipulated in the order. In default of satisfactory execution of the order, the 
Security Deposit shall be forfeited by the Corporation.

E. Price bid of tenderers will be opened whose techno-commercial bids are acceptable with due 
intimation. In case of rejection of Techno-commercial bids EMD of those unsuccessful bidders will 
be refunded after placement of LOI/PO on the successful bidder.
