SCOPE OF WORK-

Hiring of 01 (One) No. Truck [carrying capacity – 10 MT (minimum)] of any make for official duty of Central Stores, MTPS, DVC for a period of 2 (two) years subject to authorization of the vehicle beyond 23/06/10 which may be extended for another one year depending on the performance of the contractor.
i) Normal duty hours on each day: 9 hours.

ii) Maximum expected hour of stay beyond normal duty hour per day: 3 hours.

iii) Maximum days of engagement of vehicle per month: 30 days.

iv) Minimum kilometer of run required by the vehicle per month: 1200 Km.

v) Maximum kilometer of run required by the vehicle per month: 3000 Km. 

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

      01.    01 (One) no. Truck [carrying capacity - 10 MT (minimum)] of any make in good running condition is required for the purpose of carrying material / goods as and when required, as per instruction of DVC officials.
           02.       The Contractor shall place the vehicle along with Driver (s) and helper(s) (if required) of the vehicles at the disposal of MTPS, DVC Authorities for deployment of different duties according to the requirements as mentioned in the “Scope of work”.

           03.     The vehicle shall be engaged only for the purpose of CENTRAL STORES, MTPS DUTY and some essential incidental services as described in the SCOPE OF WORK, during the engagement days of contract Period and shall not be used by the contractor on other days for any other purpose except with specific approval of the Authority.

              (a) The vehicle shall have a minimum carrying capacity of 10 MT with registration (as new vehicle) not earlier than five years from the date of NIT. Vehicles should be in very good running and roadworthy condition, all safety measures and arrangements e.g. WIPER, Window Railings, Door Locks, Handles, Grips, windowpanes etc. should be in perfect condition.

                  (b) The vehicle should be equipped with a spare wheel, set of Tools, FIRST AID BOX and other necessary   requisites. The vehicle should be mechanically perfect in respect of Brake System, Steering System, Suspension System, Tyres, Horn, Headlight, Indicator etc. The vehicle provided by the contractor should comply with all the legal formalities in respect of State Motor Vehicle Act and State Govt. / Central Govt. Pollution Norms and other Acts/Regulations implemented from time to time.
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           04.      Driver(s) engaged must possess valid Public Service Driving License for Public service/commercial vehicles. Drivers should be well trained to meet the emergency situations, e.g. breakdown, accident and other eventualities.

    05.      The vehicle, to be provided by the Contractor for the services of CENTRAL STORES, MTPS, DVC, will be inspected frequently by the DVC Authorities.

The vehicle shall be kept in running condition at all time and procurement of fuel, lubricants, spares etc. will be arranged by contractor at his own cost. Routine maintenance, repairs, frequent check-up, servicing, overhauling, payment of wages to drivers, cleaners and conductors, etc. will be the contractor’s liability.

06.        In case of major breakdown or withdrawal of vehicle/vehicles from service by the contractor for any reason whatsoever the contractor shall immediately provide a suitable substitute duly approved by the Officer-in-Charge. Withdrawal of vehicle by the contractor shall be done with prior approval of the Officer-in-charge only against the replacement by a suitable substitute. For servicing of vehicle, a free time of maximum twenty-four hours will be allowed once in every complete month during daytime. The choice of such period for servicing shall be that of the Officer-in-charge against sufficient notice by the contractor. The contractor shall have to produce necessary documentary evidence in support of servicing done, failing which the same will be treated as unauthorized and penalty as deemed fit to be imposed. For obtaining fitness certificate from statutory registering authority, the vehicle shall be released for one complete day for every three months without levying any penalty provided a suitable substitute vehicle is arranged. But mileage covered to and fro for fitness check purpose shall not be taken into account for payment. Documentary evidence of such certificate obtained shall be furnished, otherwise it will be treated as unauthorized absence.

            The odometer of the vehicle shall be perfectly in order and in case of any defect; the same shall be immediately repaired/rectified at the contractor’s cost. For the period the odometer is not in order and K.M. run is not recorded in the Log Book, payment shall not be made.

07.
 The Contractor shall bear all charges for running the vehicles and all remuneration and facilities of Operators/Supervisory Staff etc. involved with the vehicles services.

08.      Employment of Drivers/Helpers/Conductors/Supervisory Staff in connection with the services of vehicles is entirely the responsibility of the Contractor and DVC Authority is in no way related/responsible for their employment/employability or any other claim thereof. 

09.    The vehicle will carry material/goods at & from MTPS for day-to-day official work of CENTRAL STORES, MTPS, DVC and also other incidental trips, essential administrative work of GOI/ W.B. Govt. / Jharkhand Govt. as per direction of DVC Authority. In case of not possessing National Permit, the contractor shall give an undertaking that temporary permit would be arranged in case of journey to other states.

10.
The Contractor of the vehicle will be responsible for safe transportation of the goods. Safety and Punctuality are the essence of the contract.

11.       Reporting point of the vehicle will be at some place of MTPS as per direction of COS, MTPS, DVC or his authorised representative.

12.     The vehicle will be authorised for different journeys as per direction, Time & Route Chart issued by COS, MTPS, DVC or his authorised representative and as such, the Drivers/Conductors of vehicle will have to perform duties as per itinerary Instruction of COS, MTPS, DVC or his authorised representative. The time & route chart must strictly be adhered to.

13.     Starting point for the purpose of calculation of run of the vehicle in Kilometre for the payment of Running Charges will be from the reporting point as per direction of COS, MTPS, DVC or his authorized representative.

14.  (I) Rate/Charge (See Price Bid): The rates should be furnished as per the following Schedule: 

   Monthly hire charges: -

    i) Up to minimum run of 1200 KM as per NIT in Rs./KM : Rate in Rs./Km. x Minimum run in Km. per month as per NIT. (Minimum Run Charge is guaranteed).

          (II) The quoted rates / prices shall be inclusive of all taxes and statutory charges as applicable excluding Service tax. Service tax as applicable shall be paid extra by DVC against furnishing of documentary evidence / Service Tax Registration Certificate. Applicability of Service Tax is to be confirmed in the Techno-Commercial Bid.

         (III) The bids will be evaluated on the basis of rates offered against Sl. (i), (ii), (iii) & (iv) and considering Service tax component.

         (IV) The contractor shall pay the parking charges / toll taxes wherever required and the same will be reimbursed against documentary evidence.

No charges will be paid to the Contractor for non-engagement days or run of vehicle not scheduled/directed by COS, MTPS, DVC or his authorized representative.

16.
No escalation / reduction in KM Run Rates will be admitted/recovered during the period of contract except for Statutory Increase / Decrease in the prices of HSD by Govt. Oil companies (Petroleum Price Regulating Authority) during the Contract period. Increase / Decrease on running cost (variable cost) will be calculated only to the extent of HSD rate / price variation as above.

17.
Increase/Decrease in Running Charges (Variable Cost) per KM run of the vehicle from the contractual Rate = Total increase/decrease of rate of HSD per litre / 6, assuming consumption of diesel as one Litre for every 6 (six) K.M. run of the vehicle. For payment of this variable part, HSD price as on date of bid opening to be reckoned as base fuel price.


Escalation/Reduction of Rate of running charges will be effective from the “Date of Opening” of Tender. No other form of escalation of rate e.g. placement charges per day of vehicle etc. will be entertained during the Contract Period.
18.
The Detailed Route Chart with Timings etc. will be given to the successful contractor after placement of order. As the vehicle timings are subjected to change (Holidays with short Notice and other reasons), day-to-day engagement and Timing and Route Chart Schedule of the vehicle are also subjected to change and will be issued/informed to the successful Contractor before the trip begins.
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19. A set of LOG Books shall be maintained by the Contractor for every Calendar Month, to be indicated therein, the Date, Time details, Details of journey and Mileage covered at the end of each trip, duly certified by Contractor and endorsed by authorised representative of MTPS, DVC Authority. A PAIR OF SUCH Log Books shall be maintained for odd & even calendar months. On expiry of the contract period the contractor must deposit all the Log Books maintained throughout the contract period to the MTPS, DVC Authority.

20.
DVC shall have no responsibility for any damage of the vehicle by destruction or otherwise for any reason whatsoever and shall have no liabilities to pay any compensation to any person including Driver of the vehicle being involved in any accident or destructive activities. The Contractor shall take full responsibilities on all such legal matters as per Rules. The insurance of the vehicle should be the comprehensive one and shall cover the liability in respect of passengers also.

21.
DVC shall not be liable for payment of any charge/compensation in case where: -

             a. Vehicle is under breakdown.

             b. Vehicle is remaining idle due to STRIKE or any other reason beyond the control of any Authority of MTPS, DVC.

22. If in the opinion of MTPS DVC, the performance of the Contractor is not satisfactory with respect to quality of the vehicle deployed or service rendered not conforming to these Terms & conditions of the contract, the Corporation may terminate the contract with seven (7) days’ notice in writing and such termination of the contract shall be final and binding upon the contractor.

23.
The Contractor will have to deploy only that vehicle which is conforming to Clause-3 of this Terms & Conditions. In case of breakdown of any of the above-mentioned vehicle, the contractor may engage vehicle in good condition for a short time and purely on temporary basis with prior approval of MTPS, DVC authority. However, the contractor should take initiative to re-deploy the vehicle conforming to Clause-3 within 48 hrs.

24. The vehicle should have a Board marked “ON DVC, MTPS SERVICE” in BOLD and PROMINENT LETTERS and another “VEHICLE TYPE” for ease in recognition of vehicles. These Boards should be placed before the Wind Screen of the vehicle.

25.
In case of breakdown of any vehicle during any trip, it should be repaired or to arrange alternative vehicle as early as possible and complete the trip and schedule journey. Failure to comply with the above will be treated as failure to provide the vehicle trip, and penalty will be imposed as per CLAUSES-28 (A) & (B) as the case may be.

26.
(a) The Contractor should be categorically agreeable to provide the vehicle services for another three (3) months (Max.) beyond the contractual agreement period with the same terms & conditions of the work order placed on them and with the same payment terms. KM RUN utilisation will be on pro-rata basis. The extension of Contract period will be prerogative and discretion of MTPS DVC Authority.

            (b) SUB-LETTING: During the period of contract, the vehicle shall be exclusively be used as per the direction of the Officer-in-Charge. The hired vehicle shall neither be sublet during the contract period nor any unauthorized person shall be allowed to travel by the vehicle within the contract period.

27.
Any dispute arising out of the Contract will be settled at the Court of Law at Kolkata.
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28.       PENALTY: -

(A) 
A penalty of Rs.1500/- (Rupees One thousand five Hundred) only will be imposed on the contractor for failure to provide the vehicle for the whole day.

If the Contractor deploys vehicle whose quality is not as per NIT (e.g. if registration is older than                       5 (five) years from the date of NIT) for more than 3 (three) consecutive days in a month, no hiring charges as well as no fuel charges (running charges) will be paid.

29.
Maintenance of Time Route Schedule for each and every trip is the essence of the contract. The Time Schedule will be given to the successful contractor from respective MTPS DVC Authority or his authorized representative on day-to-day basis (At 4.30 P.M.) for the schedule of next day. If there is any delay on the part of the contractor in providing the vehicle for any journey or the vehicle provided by the contractor is not conforming to the quality standard mentioned in Clause-3 of Term & Conditions of contract or the driver(s) or helpers are not in physically and mentally healthy condition to drive the vehicle, The Chief Engineer, MTPS, DVC or his authorised representative may cancel any trip/trips for not providing the vehicle for whole day and penalty will be imposed as per above Clauses-28 (A) & (B) as the case may be.
30.
After placement of LOA/WO mentioning specific vehicle with registration number, the vehicle is to be placed for operation within 10 days (21 days for new vehicle), failing the order (LOA/WO) will be treated as cancelled and EMD deposited will stand forfeited.

31.
The period of contract will be 2 (two) years subject to authorization of the vehicle beyond 23/06/10 which may be extended for another one year depending on the performance of the contractor. 
32. 
Vehicle should be registered as Public Service / Commercial Vehicle and should possess all the documents as needed by Statutory Authorities like MVD.

33.        EPF clause shall be applicable as per rule.

34.       In case of placement of order the bidder has to execute an agreement to observe all terms and conditions of Tender Documents on a non-judicial Stamp Paper worth Rs. 100.00 (Rupees One Hundred) only.
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GENERAL TERMS & CONDITIONS

* The contractor will submit monthly bill in triplicate along with the detailed entries made in the log book to the COS, MTPS, DVC for certification of the bill towards payment action.

*All taxes, duties, insurance premium applicable as per law or to be levied in future during the contractual     period in respect of vehicles shall have to be borne by the contractor.

* Monthly payment will be made to the party after statutory deduction as applicable plus 10% pro-rata deduction as Security Deposit. Refund of EMD to the successful bidder together with the retained amount (10% on pro-rata basis on monthly bills) will be made on successful execution and expiry / extension, if any, of contract. Refund of EMD to the unsuccessful bidders will be made after finalisation of bid.

SPECIAL NOTES: -
