2. Taxes and duties will be paid extra as applicable. 

3. Payment :: 
a.   100% payment along with full taxes and duties will normally be made through Account payee 

cheque within 15 (Fifteen) working days from the date of receipt of materials at site, inspection and 
acceptance thereof subject to submission and acceptance of 10%  Security deposit cum 
Performance Bank Guarantee(as per DVC format) of total order value covering Guarantee 
/Warranty period PLUS 6 months claim period to be submitted within 30 days from the date of 
issuance of PO from any Nationalized / Scheduled Bank. Part payment against part delivery 
shall be allowed. 

OR
b.    In case of manufacturer, 90% of the ordered value to be paid against dispatch documents through 

Bank subject to prior acceptance of SDBG. Balance 10% of the ordered value to be paid after 
receipt of materials at site and acceptance thereof. Part payment against part delivery shall be 
allowed.  

4. Security Deposit cum PBG: You shall have to deposit as Security for satisfactory execution of the order 
and for guaranteed performance of the supplied item for an amount equivalent to 10% of the ordered value in the form 
of  Bank  Guarantee (as per DVC format) within 30 days from the date of issuance of PO from any Nationalized/ 
Scheduled Bank and it should have validity initially for 18 months from the date of execution of BG plus 06 months 
claim period thereafter. The said BG should be extended suitably covering the entire warranty period plus 06 months 
claim period after dispatch of materials.  

5. Inspection:: PDI of the material shall be carried out by M/s. RITES, the Third Party Inspection Agency to be 
arranged by bidder with intimation to MS –I, DTPS, DVC. Cost of inspection charges by M/s. RITES will be reimbursed 
to bidder extra at actual by DVC on submission of documentary evidence. Service Tax on Inspection charges will be 
paid as applicable. Inspection will be carried out as per DVC approved QAP. The inspected material should be duly 
signed and sealed by the inspecting agency. However, final inspection shall be carried out at DTPS site after receipt of 
the materials. 

6. Fitment/Interchangeability certificate:: Fitment / Interchangeability certificate shall be submitted during 
supply.

7. QAP along with Drawing shall be furnished to MS-I, DTPS within 10 (TEN) working days from the date of issuance of 
PO and the same will be returned after approval within 10 (TEN) working days from the date of receipt the same. 
Manufacturing action shall be started after getting approval of QAP.

8. Delivery :-  First two (2) sets ( 1 Set comprising of 1 Set of Grinding Element & 1 No. of Filler Ball) to be supplied 
within 3 months from the date of issuance of the PO and for the remaining 2 sets to be supplied within next 2 (Two)
months. However, total delivery is to be made within 5 (Five) months from the date of issuance of the P.O. 

9. Test Clause :: Material test certificate as per approved QAP is to be furnished during supply.

10. Liquidated Damages :- 0.5% of the value of the delayed materials for each week of delay and part thereof 
subject to maximum of 5% of the total value of the order.

11. Force Majeure :: Vendor shall not be considered in default if delay in delivery occurs due to causes beyond his 
control such as acts of god, natural calamities, civil wars, fire, strike, frost, floods, riot and acts of unsurpassed power. 
Only those clauses which have duration of more than Seven (7) days shall be considered cause of force/calendar 
majeure. A notification to this effect duly certified by the statutory authorities shall be given by the vendor to the owner 
within 10 days from the date of such Force Majeure condition by registered letter. In the event of delay due to such 
causes, the delivery schedule will be extended for a length of time equal to the period of force Majeure or at the option 
of the owner the order may be cancelled. Such cancellation would be without any liability whatsoever on the part of the 
owner. In the event of such cancellation, the vendor shall refund any amount advanced or paid to the vendor by the 
Purchaser and deliver back any materials issued to him by the purchaser and release facilities, if any, provided by the 
purchaser. However, applicability of force majeure clause in respect to a particular contract in the above backdrop is to 
be decided by Tender Accepting Authority/Director /HOD.
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12.Cancellation / Short Closure ::
The owner may terminate/short close this contract, by not less than 30 days written notice to the bidder, to be given 
after occurrence any of the events specified in the Sl. No. (a) to (e) of this clause and 60 days in the case of the event 
referred to Sl. No. (f) below ::

a. The vendor fails to comply with any of the terms of the order or the bidder do not remedy a failure in the 
performance of their obligations under the Contract, within 30 (Thirty) days after being notified or within any 
further period as the owner may have subsequently approved in writing. 

b. The vendor becomes bankrupt or goes into liquidation.

c. If as a result of Force Majeure, the bidder is unable to supply a material for a period of not less than 60 
days.

d. If the bidder, in the judgement of the owner has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing or 
in executing the contract. For the purpose of this clause :
“Corrupt Practice” means the offering, giving, receiving or soliciting of any thing of value to influence the 
action of a public official in the selection process or in contract execution.
“Fraudulent Practice” means a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a selection process or the 
execution of a contract to the detriment of the owner.

e. The vendor is otherwise precluded from complying with any of the terms of the order on account of any 
directives of any lawful authority.

f. If the owner, at its sole discretion, decides to terminate this contract. 

13. Waiver:: Any waiver by the owner of any breach of the terms and conditions of the order shall not constitute any 
subsequent breach of the waiver of any other right or conditions.

14. Compliance of Regulations ::The vendor shall warrant that all Goods and /or services covered by this 
Purchase Order shall have been produced, sold, dispatched, delivered, tested and commissioned in strict compliance 
with all applicable laws, regulations including industries (Development & Regulations) Act, 1951 and Industrial Dispute 
Act, 1947 and any amendments there under, labour agreements, working conditions and technical codes and 
requirement as applicable from time to time. 
All laws, laws, rules and regulations required to be followed in execution of the order, must be complied with. The 
vendor should execute and deliver such documents as may be needed by the Purchaser in evidence of compliance. 
Any liability arising out of contravention of any of the laws on executing this order shall be the sole responsibility of the 
vendor and the owner shall not be responsible in any manner whatsoever. 

15. Sub-letting & Assignment :: The vendor shall not sub-let or assign any part of this Purchase Order to any 
other vendor/agency without the prior written consent of the Purchaser. Such assignments or sub-letting or transfer 
shall not relieve the vendor from any obligation, duty and responsibility under this PO. Any assignment, transfer or sub-
letting without the prior written approval of the owner shall be void. The purchaser shall have the right to cancel the 
order and to purchase the goods from elsewhere and the supplier shall be liable to the Purchaser for any loss or 
damage with the purchaser may sustain in consequence or arising out of such purchase and the vendor shall 
indemnify such loss or damage to the owner. 

16. Vendor’s Drawing & Data :: All Drawings, data and documentation in respect of the ordered items are an 
integral part of the PO. The vendor will furnish all such drawings, data and documentation to the Purchaser. Purchaser 
will specify the schedule for submission of these documents by the vendor and the required number of copies. The 
vendor shall ensure strict compliance to this schedule. 

17. Vendor’s Liability :: Vendor hereby accepts full responsibility and indemnifies the purchaser and shall hold the 
Purchaser harmless from all acts of omissions and commissions on the part of the vendor, his agents, his sub-
contractors and employees in execution of the order. The vendor also agrees to defend and hereby undertakes to 
indemnify the purchaser and also hold him harmless from any and all claims of injury to or death of any and all persons 
including but not limited to employees and for damage to the property arising out of or in connection with the 
performance of the work under the PO.

18.Packing & Marking :: All goods shall be securely packed in cases, bundles, threads etc. suitable for 
Rail/Road/Air/Sea transport. All exposed services/connections, protrusions shall be properly protected. All unexposed 
parts shall be packed with due care and the packages should bear the words “HANDLE WITH CARE”. The packing of 
the goods to be transported by Rail/Road/Airs/Sea shall be as per the conditions laid down by the appropriate
authorities and the vendor shall obtained clean railway/goods receipts without any qualifying remarks. All packages 
and unpacked materials shall be marked on at least 2 (Two) places indicating the name of the purchaser/consignee, 
PO No. , Gross and Net Weight and Dimensions with indelible paints in English. In case of bundles, metallic plates 
marked with the above details shall be tagged. All goods should be dispatched as per the relevant terms of the PO. In 
case of any mode of transport as to be resorted to other than that mentioned in the PO, the same should be done only 
after obtaining prior approval in writing from the purchaser. All movements sanction, loading permissions etc. from 
Railway or other authorities shall be obtained by the vendor. The vendor shall communicate the relevant dispatch 
particulars immediately on dispatch by telex/telegram/fax to the consignee as specified in the PO. The vendor shall 
also forward original and copies of dispatch documents to the concerned authorities as required in the PO within 2 
days from the date of dispatch, telling which the vendor shall be responsible for any delay in payment of consignment 
for wants of documents and consequent demurrage, detention charges etc. 
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19. SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES AND ARBITRATION ::
                    Any dispute(s) or difference(s) arising out of or in connection with the contract shall, to the extent 

possible, be settled amicably between the owner and Supplier.
               In the event of any dispute or difference whatsoever arising under the contract or in connection herewith 

including any question relating to existence, meaning and interpretation of the contract or any alleged 
reach thereof, the same shall be referred to the Secretary, CEO of Damodar Valley Corporation, Kolkata
– 54 or to a person nominated by him for arbitration. The Arbitration shall be conducted in accordance 
with the provisions of arbitration and conciliation law 1996 or latest and the decision/judgement of 
Arbitrator/Arbitrators shall be final and binding on both the parties.

               However, in case the contractor is a Central Public Sector Enterprise/ Govt. Department, the dispute 
arising between the ‘Owner’ and the ‘Contractor’ shall be settled through Permanent Arbitration 
Machinery (PAM) of the Department of Public Enterprise, Govt. of India as per prevailing rules.    

All suits arising out of this enquiry and subsequent contract, if any, are subject jurisdiction of Court in the  
City of Kolkata only and no other court, when resolution/settlement through mutual discussion and 
arbitration fails

20. Changes in constitution of Business :: In the event of change of constitution of business of the 
contractor after issuance of contract due merger / acquisition / any other reasons, the newly formed entity shall be 
equally held responsible to fulfill the contractual obligations. This is not withstanding anything contained in NIT or 
subsequent LOI/LOA/GCC or any other document issued or provisions contained in any other rules/acts/legislation.

21. Modification :: This order constitutes an entire agreement between the parties hereto. Any modifications to this 
order shall become binding only upon the same being confirmed in writing duly signed by both the parties. 

22. Demurrage / Wharfage :: In cases where documents are negotiated through Bank, any consequential 
charges e.g. demurrage/wharfage charges, due to late retirement of documents on account of (i) violation of the 
inspection clause,, (ii) material dispatched after expiry of delivery period without obtaining approval in advance for 
extension of delivery period, (iii) dispatch of materials not as per schedule mode of dispatch by approved transporter 
as per PO, (iv) late receipt of invoice or due to violation of any other clause/clauses of the PO will be to the vendor’s 
account.
